II Corinthians 3:1b-6 

Are we beginning to commend ourselves again? Or do we need, as some do, letters of 
recommendation to you, or from you? 2 You yourselves are our letter of recommendation, written 
on our hearts, to be known and read by all. 3 And you show that you are a letter from Christ 
delivered by us, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone 
but on tablets of human hearts. 4 Such is the confidence that we have through Christ toward 
God. 5 Not that we are sufficient in ourselves to claim anything as coming from us, but our 
sufficiency is from God, 6 who has made us sufficient to be ministers of a new covenant, not of the 
letter but of the Spirit. For the letter kills, but the Spirit gives life.

Mark 2:18-22 

 
Now John's disciples and the Pharisees were fasting. And people came and said to him, “Why do 
John's disciples and the disciples of the Pharisees fast, but your disciples do not fast?” 19 And Jesus 
said to them, “Can the wedding guests fast while the bridegroom is with them? As long as they 
have the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast. 20 The days will come when the bridegroom is 
taken away from them, and then they will fast in that day. 21 No one sews a piece of unshrunk cloth 
on an old garment. If he does, the patch tears away from it, the new from the old, and a worse tear 
is made. 22 And no one puts new wine into old wineskins. If he does, the wine will burst the skins—
and the wine is destroyed, and so are the skins. But new wine is for fresh wineskins.”
